The feast of Christ the King this weekend is also a call
to renew our missionary zeal. To honour Christ as King
is different to the honour given to a monarch like King
Charles or other royal families. As Christians, we hold
firm that Christ is the one, true king. Christ’s reign is
eternal and universal because Christ is God incarnate.
God sent Jesus into our world to show us how to be in
relationship with God, one another and all creation.
Every relationship is based on the foundation of love
and kindness. This is the example of kingship that
Christ gives us. And each of us is called to share in this
kingship through our Baptism. It is through Baptism we
are commissioned to share in Christ’s threefold office
of “Priest, Prophet and King.” In Confirmation, our
young people are reaffirming their YES to share in this
role that each of us is called to. And as we celebrate
this weekend the feast of Christ the King, we too can
reaffirm our own commitment to living God’s mission,
aligning our lives with the commission of Christ to “go
and make disciples”.
