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Dear friends,

The other day | was watching a latest news coverage of the
Venezuela earthquakes. The ABC journalist Kamin Gock was
reporting from the region of La Guaira. As he walked along
with a camera following him and no notes, | felt moved by his
great balance of both thorough detail as well as deep
sensitivity. Just as | was thinking that his voice stopped - and
cracked - as his tears broke through to evidence the
indescribable heartbreak of what he was witnessing. What a
special man to allow his vulnerability to be part of his
professionalism - and for that to be seen by the world.

Of course there are times and places for certain
vulnerabilities. But that simple example of a media report
illustrated what | once heard said, that; ‘when vulnerability
meets vulnerability, there’s always strength’. In that instance,
the journalist’s vulnerability and openness to the story of the
other, tapped my vulnerability. It tapped my openness to
considering once again what matters and what doesn’t. If |
stop - and truly consider - what tonight might look like for so
many fellow human beings in La Guaira, my own resilience is
strengthened to put things in perspective — and my own faith
is tapped to ask how | can make a difference for someone’s
dignity this week - before having to know the answer to that.

| was also moved by the picture shown on
this page from La Guaira, Venezuela, of
exhausted rescuers / volunteers, resting
on a massive slab of a destroyed building.
When one considers the sheer scale of the
trauma, or of certain other problems of
the world, it’s understandable that people
ask;, ‘what’s the use?’ A key co-worker |
had in another parish used to say;
‘nothing is wasted for the kingdom’ — an
encouragement deeply attuned to our
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Catholic Social Teaching and to the call of Jesus. In faith
we can be strengthened by our belief that for God, the
value of our lives isn’t about successful outcomes — but
about the convictions of our hearts. Imagine Jesus one
day saying to you, something like, ‘come and see what
your heart and striving has produced for the kingdom
that is now everlasting!’

In this spirit brothers and sisters,
much thanksgiving for our gifts
given that will be shared with the
many children in Galle Diocese in
Sri Lanka. We will conclude our
Winter Embrace next weekend
with a door collection for the St
Vincent de Paul Winter Appeal -
and a brief bit of story about the
strivings and heart of our Vinnies
members!
